Household wastes do not belong
in storm drains, which carry runoff,
polluted or not, directly into our
rivers, lakes, and other water
resources. Recycling is a great
way to handle wastes like paints,
solvents and related products,
which could poison the places you
like to swim, fish, or just visit. Read
and follow directions on how to use
a product, recycle what’s leftover
(or dispose of it according to local
waste management procedures),
and dispose of the container.

If you don’t want it in your
water, keep it out of the
‘| storm drain!
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
